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I. Problem statement (Heading 1)

This category is new to ITC 2019. The purpose is to facilitate industrial folks to submit papers to ITC 2019. Hence, for this submission, you don’t need to write a full paper. 
However, by submitting to this category, you are committed that you will submit a final version of the full paper, if accepted, to be included in the ITC formal proceeding. Your final full paper will be a short paper. We will let you know once your submission is accepted how many pages are allowed. A regular ITC paper has the limit of 10 pages. A short paper will be at least 4 pages shorter than that max limit. 
If your submission is to this category, you need to satisfy the following four requirements; otherwise you submission will be moved into a regular paper submission track.

The four requirements for an industrial short paper are:

1. First author must be from industry

2. Work must be primarily from industry, but academic collaborations are welcome

3. Speaker must register and must be the first author (cannot be a substitute from the same or different company)

4. Page limit: max 4 (2 pages ok). 

On EasyChair submission, you will select the Industrial Short Paper track. 

The paper should include title, authors, problem statement, proposed solution, results/analysis, comparison with state of the art, and key references if any.

In this section, please clearly state the problem you are solving. Explain why it is important and has a commercial value. Explain the flow and whether the proposed solution has been implemented into a production flow. 
II. Proposed solution
A. Approach (Heading 2)

Explain the general approach.
B. Highlights of technical challenges and solution
Identify applicable funding agency here. If none, delete this text box.
Highlights a few challenges and explain why solving the problem is not obvious from the known art. Explain the key ideas about your solution. No need to go into technical detail due to the page limit. 
III. Experiments and analysis
A. Experiment Setup
Explain the setup and why it is suitable to demonstrate that your solution actually solves the problem in practice. 
B. Results
Show the key results. Explain their meaning in the context for solving the problem. Provide some analysis the value. 
IV. Comparison to state-of-the-art
In order for the paper proposal to be accepted, it is important to show novelty for your work, that the proposed solution is not obvious from the known art. 
Acknowledgment (Heading 5)
The preferred spelling of the word “acknowledgment” in America is without an “e” after the “g”. Avoid the stilted expression “one of us (R. B. G.) thanks ...”.  Instead, try “R. B. G. thanks...”. Put sponsor acknowledgments in the unnumbered footnote on the first page. 
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The template will number citations consecutively within brackets [1]. The sentence punctuation follows the bracket [2]. Refer simply to the reference number, as in [3]—do not use “Ref. [3]” or “reference [3]” except at the beginning of a sentence: “Reference [3] was the first ...”

Number footnotes separately in superscripts. Place the actual footnote at the bottom of the column in which it was cited. Do not put footnotes in the abstract or reference list. Use letters for table footnotes.

Unless there are six authors or more give all authors’ names; do not use “et al.”. Papers that have not been published, even if they have been submitted for publication, should be cited as “unpublished” [4]. Papers that have been accepted for publication should be cited as “in press” [5]. Capitalize only the first word in a paper title, except for proper nouns and element symbols.

For papers published in translation journals, please give the English citation first, followed by the original foreign-language citation [6].
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
